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DIAGNOSIS:  ADRENAL HYPERPLASIA   

 

CLINICAL HISTORY: M/31.  The patient was infertile and had suspected adrenogenital syndrome. A CT 

scan showed an enlarged left adrenal gland, which did not respond to steroids. The gland was surgically 

removed. 

 

MACROSCOPIC:  The specimen consists of portion of an enlarged adrenal mass, which had weighed 120g. 

The cut surface shows a multinodular mass with a variegated cut surface, including pale areas and areas of old 

haemorrhage. A thin layer of cortical tissue extends over the surface of the mass.  

 

MICROSCOPIC:  There is massive accumulation of pink staining fibrinoid material (left image). The adrenal 

cortical tissue shows hyperplasia of the zona fasciculata (right image). 

 

COMMENT:   The appearances are not typical of adrenogenital syndrome (21-hydroxylase defect). The 

presence of degenerative changes may be due to the relatively mature age of the patient and lack of treatment.
