DIAGNOSIS: OESOPHAGUS - SQUAMOUS CELL CARCINOMA

CLINICAL HISTORY: M/Age unknown. The patient presented with 6 month history of dysphagia and
weight loss. Squamous cell carcinoma of the lower third of the oesophagus was diagnosed, and an oesophago-
gastrectomy was performed. At operation, the tumour was found to be locally advanced and had infiltrated the

crura of the diaphragm.

MACROSCOPIC: The specimen consists of the lower oesophagus and fundus of the stomach. There is
mucosal ulceration and thickening of the wall of the distal 50mm of oesophagus by the carcinoma.

MICROSCOPIC: The oesophageal wall is infiltrated by a moderately differentiated squamous cell carcinoma.
