DIAGNOSIS: STOMACH – MULTIFOCAL ADENOCARCINOMA   

 

CLINICAL HISTORY:  M/64. The patient had a history of increasing anorexia, nausea and pallor for twelve 

months. Gastroscopy showed a large fungating tumour and multiple polyps, and biopsy established the presence 

of carcinoma. Gastrectomy was performed and at the time, some small metastases were seen in the liver. Three 

months later he developed intractable ascites and he died six months after operation.  

 

MACROSCOPIC:   On the gastric mucosa, there are two obvious fungating tumours, one on the posterior wall 

and the other on the anterior wall. There are also a number of small polyps present and there is some disruption 

of the normal mucosal pattern. On the reverse, the larger tumour is seen to penetrate to the peritoneal surface.  

 

MICROSCOPIC:   The tumour infiltrates through the muscularis propria (left image). The tumour cells are 

poorly differentiated and are present in lymphatic spaces (right image). A patchy lymphocytic infiltrate is also 

present.
