DIAGNOSIS:  STOMACH – LEIOMYOMA 

 

CLINICAL HISTORY:   F/Unknown age. The patient had a history of stomach trouble for 13 years, with 

episodes of nausea, vomiting and right epigastric pain for up to a week, on and off. Two weeks prior to 

operation she developed right epigastric pain with vomiting and hematemesis. A distal gastrectomy was 

performed. 

   

MACROSCOPIC:   The specimen consists of distal stomach, with a raised mass 65x35mm. This is mostly 

covered by mucosa, with a central depressed area of ulceration. 

 

MICROSCOPIC:   The tumour arises from the muscularis propria, with overlying gastric mucosa (left image). 

The tumour consists of bland spindle cells with elongated cigar shaped nuclei (centre image). There is diffuse 

cytoplasmic staining for smooth muscle actin (right image), with only scanty cells staining for C-kit and Dog-1. 

The findings favour a diagnosis of leiomyoma.
