DIAGNOSIS: STOMACH — GASTROINTESTINAL STROMAL TUMOUR (GIST).

CLINICAL HISTORY: M/68. Intermittent dysplasia for one month. Barium meal and gastroscopy showed
lesion on greater curve. Partial gastrectomy performed.

MACROSCOPIC: Specimen consists of portion of stomach with a raised tumour (40x35x30mm) covered by
intact mucosa. The tumour has been bisected to show a well defined mass with a solid grey/white cut surface
and small areas of cystic change.

MICROSCOPIC: Sections show a mesenchymal tumour consisting predominantly of epithelioid and spindle
shaped cells. Very occasional mitoses were seen and the lymph nodes examined showed no evidence of
malignancy.

COMMENT: Gastrointestinal stromal tumours (GISTS) are most common in the stomach but also occur at all
levels of the gastrointestinal tract, as well as the omentum and mesentery. Most tumours previously diagnosed
as smooth muscle tumours are now classified as GISTSs.
