DIAGNOSIS:  COLON - PSEUDOMEMBRANOUS COLITIS.  

 

CLINICAL HISTORY:   M/70. The patient died from multiple lung abscesses which had been treated with 

broad spectrum antibiotics.  

 

MACROSCOPIC:   The segment of colon shows numerous discrete, raised, indurated creamy mucosal plaques 

mostly 1-10mm in diameter with some coalescence into larger plaques. The intervening mucosa is essentially 

normal.   

 

MICROSCOPIC:   The typical lesion shows a group of disrupted crypts which are distended by mucin and 

polymorphs and have lost the superficial part of their epithelial lining. There is an abrupt change to normal 

adjacent mucosa (left image). The overlying “pseudomembrane” consists of epithelial debris, fibrin, mucus and 

polymorphs (right image).
