DIAGNOSIS:  COLON - ULCERATIVE COLITIS. 

 

CLINICAL HISTORY:   F/67. The patient suffered from severe ulcerative colitis for a few years with poor 

response to conservative treatment. An acute exacerbation necessitated subtotal colectomy.  

 

MACROSCOPIC:   The specimen consists of two segments of colon. The caecum, appendix and ascending 

colon are on the left, with transverse and descending colon on the right. The caecum and ascending colon show 

melanosis, but no other abnormality. The remainder of the colon (distal to the hepatic flexure) shows extensive 

mucosal ulceration and pseudo-polyp formation.  

 

MICROSCOPIC:   Sections show pseudopolyps formed by ulceration of the intervening mucosa (left image) 

There is a marked mixed inflammatory cell infiltrate in the mucosa with crypt abscesses containing neutrophils, 

with granulation tissue in the floor of an ulcer (right image).
