DIAGNOSIS: COLON - CROHN’S DISEASE

CLINICAL HISTORY: F/40. This woman had a long history of Crohn’s colitis, and presented with acute
symptoms unresponsive to medical treatment.

MACROSCOPIC: The right hemicolectomy specimen shows thickening of the bowel wall, extensive linear
and focal ulceration and areas of mucosa with a “cobblestone” appearance. The terminal ileum and the distal
colon are spared.

MICROSCOPIC: Fissured ulcers lined by granulation tissue extend into the submucosa with relative
preservation of the intervening mucosa (left image). There is submucosal oedema and transmural chronic
inflammation. Occasional crypt abscesses are noted (right image). No granulomas are seen. The features are
those of Crohn’s disease in an active phase.
