DIAGNOSIS: SIGMOID COLON – DIVERTICULAR DISEASE.  

 

CLINICAL HISTORY:  M/67. This patient had a progressive chronic intestinal obstruction in the region of 

the sigmoid colon. A transverse colostomy was performed for relief of this obstruction. He died of 

bronchopneumonia some three weeks later.  

 

MACROSCOPIC:  The mucosal surface of this segment of colon shows about a dozen shallow pockets which 

represent diverticula with unusually wide ostia.  On the left a slit like perforation is seen, which was shown to 

communicate with an abscess cavity.  Before opening the gut, the lumen of this segment was severely 

constricted.
