DIAGNOSIS:  COLON – MULTIPLE POLYPS, CRONKHITE-CANADA SYNDROME  

 

CLINICAL HISTORY:   M/60. This patient presented 12 months before death with intractable diarrhoea and 

was shown to have multiple polyps in the stomach, duodenum and large bowel. He also had nail atrophy, 

alopecia and skin pigmentation as described in Cronkhite-Canada syndrome.  

 

MACROSCOPIC:   The specimen consists of a segment each of colon and rectum. The mucosa is thickened 

with areas numerous polypoid projections. The rectal mucosa shows thickened longitudinal rugae, some of 

which have polypoid projections. 

 

MICROSCOPIC:  The sections showed polypoid hypertrophy of the mucosa with oedema of the lamina 

propria and cystic dilatation of glands, many of which are lined by flattened epithelium.
