DIAGNOSIS: SPLEEN - AMYLOIDOSIS

CLINICAL HISTORY: M/73. The patient had a long history of chronic obstructive airways disease and
ischaemic heart disease, with recent history of anorexia and weight loss. Small bowel biopsies showed
amyloidosis. The spleen weighed 100g at autopsy.

MACROSCOPIC: The specimen consists of two pieces of spleen. The lower piece is stained with Congo red.
The cut surfaces are firm and waxy. The diffuse red colouration of the lower piece indicates widespread amyloid

deposition.

MICROSCOPIC: Section shows the splenic cords are extensively replaced by amorphous eosinophilic
material. This material gave positive staining reactions for amyloid.
