DIAGNOSIS: SKULL - OSTEOSARCOMA ARISING IN PAGET’S DISEASE.

CLINICAL HISTORY: M/50. There was a history of Paget’s disease of bone (osteitis deformans) extending over
seventeen years. Final admission to hospital was brought about by rapidly increasing weakness of the right leg. This
weakness later extended to involve the right arm as well.

MACROSCOPIC: The vertex of the skull is two to three times thicker than usual and the normal distinction between
cortex and medulla has become blurred. In the central portion of the piece of skull the bone has been replaced by rather
mottled gelatinous tissue, representing a superimposed osteosarcoma. A nodule of similar tissue (about 2cm diameter)
presses inward into the left cerebral hemisphere and has also led to compression of the sagittal sinus.

MICROSCOPIC: Large pleomorphic malignant cells are scattered through rather dense fibrous tissue. This is but one of
many histologically types of osteosarcoma.
