DIAGNOSIS:  UPPER ARM – TRAUMATIC CYST  

 

CLINICAL HISTORY:  F/42. The patient was involved in a car accident three years ago – a lump in the right 

upper arm had been present since then. The lump had steadily increased in size and was occasionally painful and 

tender. 

 

MACROSCOPIC:  The specimen consists of a cyst approximately 60x45x15mm. The cyst has a fibrous wall 

with some fat attached to the external surface. The cyst wall has been cut open to reveal several pea sized bodies 

(stones) which have developed within the lumen of the cyst.
