CLINICAL HISTORY: M/37. The patient had a long history of chronic skin infections in the natal cleft.

MACROSCOPIC: Specimen consists of a piece of skin with irregular areas of thickening, thinning and
scarring.

MICROSCOPIC: The section shows sinus formation with associated ulceration of the skin and active chronic
inflammation. The microscopic features of Acne conglobata are similar to Hidradenitis suppurative.
