DIAGNOSIS: AGNESIS OF KIDNEY.

CLINICAL HISTORY: F/74. This specimen was found incidentally at autopsy on a woman whose death was
due to cardiac failure resulting from myocardial infarction. The contralateral kidney was almost twice normal
size.

MACROSCOPIC: The renal substance is represented by the thin brown crescent outlining most of the
specimen. No pelvis can be recognised and the space where renal substance should be is filled with adipose

tissue.

MICROSCOPIC: The renal substance consists only of dilated tubules and thick walled vessels. The tubules
contain colloid casts and no glomeruli are present.
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
