DIAGNOSIS:  STAGHORN CALCULUS AND PYONEPHROSIS. 

 

CLINICAL HISTORY: M/56. This is a surgical specimen, no other details have survived.  

 

MACROSCOPIC:   The kidney is smaller than normal and dilatation of the pelvis has led to hydronephrosis 

and some atrophy of the parenchyma. There is a yellowish staghorn calculus within the renal pelvis. A number 

of thin walled cysts can be seen beneath the capsule of the kidney.  

 

MICROSCOPIC:   Severe acute on chronic inflammatory changes have partly destroyed the pelvic mucosa 

and spread into the kidney itself.
