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DIAGNOSIS:  RENAL PELVIS – PAPILLARY UROTHELIAL NEOPLASM OF LOW 

MALIGNANT POTENTIAL.  

 

CLINICAL HISTORY: M/44. The patient presented with painless haematuria. Intravenous and retrograde 

pyelograms both demonstrated a radiolucent area suggestive of a neoplasm of the renal pelvis. Nephrectomy 

was performed.  There had been no recurrences ten years later.  

 

MACROSCOPIC:  In the lower pole of the pelvis there is a delicate gelatinous papillary lesion attached to the 

mucosa by a short stalk.  The rest of the specimen shows no abnormality.  

 

MICROSCOPIC:  The section shows delicate vascular processes covered by urothelium with minimal atypia.
